LOST TICKETS

CalMac Ferries Limited will not replace lost, 
stolen or mislaid tickets. In such circumstances
customers must purchase replacement tickets. 
If the lost tickets are subsequently found and
submitted to Customer Care at Gourock then 
a full refund, less an administrative charge 
(see refunds) will be paid. Customers must be
in possession of valid tickets at the time of
travel and must be prepared to produce them
if required.

REFUNDS

Consideration will be given to all applications for
refund in respect of unused tickets returned to
Customer Care in Gourock.
The following administration charges will apply:
• 25% of the value of the unused tickets

(minimum charge £10) for valid tickets.
• 75% of the value of the unused tickets

(minimum charge £25) for tickets which are
less than one month past their expiry date.

• Refunds will not be given on any tickets which
are one month or more past their expiry date.

Refunds on partially used tickets are calculated
on the basis of the fare paid minus the number
of journeys taken, charged at the full single fare.
Refunds on 8 and 15 day Island Rover tickets 
will not be considered if received after the
commencement of their validity.
Please note that refunds will not be considered
for 5/6/10/30/50 Journey tickets, partially used
Saver 5 Day Return tickets, group tickets or other
reduced-rate tickets which may be available.

SECURITY NOTICE

You must have a valid ticket before boarding.
Customers are requested to keep your baggage
or other packages and personal effects with you
at all times in terminals and should not leave
them unattended. Please place such items in the
designated areas (where provided) when you
have boarded the vessel.
Any baggage left unattended may be removed.

LATEST PASSENGER CHECK-IN TIMES

Latest check-in times before departure are
shown at the top of each timetable. Customers
are required to co-operate with boarding times
in order that safety procedures can be carried
out. Tickets must be purchased before boarding.

LATEST VEHICLE CHECK-IN TIMES

On all services, vehicle drivers must be in
possession of tickets before boarding and are
required to check-in not later than the times
shown above each route table, otherwise space
will be reallocated. Late check-in may lead to the
vehicle being refused carriage.

BAGGAGE

Customers are allowed 40kg each of personal
baggage (suitcases, rucksacks etc but not
commercial goods) FREE. Customers must be
able to carry the luggage up the gangway in one
trip. Customers are not permitted to make
several trips up and down the gangway because
of counting regulations. Elderly or infirm
customers and nursing parents requiring
assistance with luggage should contact any
member of staff who will be pleased to offer
assistance.

VALIDITY OF TICKETS

Conditions of issue of tickets: Any ticket issued
by CalMac Ferries Limited, or any other body,
company or person, upon whose property or
premises the ticket may be available, is subject
to the Conditions of Carriage published by
CalMac Ferries Limited.
Please note the precise dates on which tickets
are valid. Restrictions may apply.
Single – Date for which issued. No restrictions
on use.
Return – The sum of the single fares which apply
on travel dates. No restrictions on use. Valid for
one month. 
Saver Single – Date for which issued (availability
is limited on some services – see individual route
timetables for details).
Saver Return – The sum of the single fares
which apply on travel dates. Valid for one month
(availability is limited on some services – see
individual route timetables for details).
Saver 5 Day Return – Valid for 5 days/4 nights
(availability is limited on some services – see
individual route timetables for details).
Partially used Saver 5 Day Return tickets are 
non-refundable.

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ACCOMPANIED DOGS

Dogs are welcome on board all CalMac Ferries
Limited ships and are carried free of charge.
CalMac Ferries Limited will endeavour, where
possible, to provide reasonable facilities for dogs
whilst on passage.
Ships can be busy and noisy and have some
vibration. As a result of this and being in a
confined space, dogs can become agitated
whilst on board. Customers are advised to stay
with their dogs at all times and to keep them
calm and quiet.
Other customers may not be aware of your dog’s
frame of mind while travelling and may
approach it. You may wish to consider, for the
safety of your dog and other passengers,
muzzling your dog before boarding the ship.
Dogs are not permitted in customer areas on
board. This includes all eating areas, areas which
sell food, bars and observation lounges.
Support Dogs are allowed access to all
passenger areas of CalMac Ferries Limited
Ships.

TRAVELLING BY CAR
If you are travelling by car, we recommend that
your dog should be left in the vehicle.
Appropriate provisions, including water and
ventilation, should be made for dogs left in cars,
taking into account the weather conditions and
the length of the journey. On a number of
vessels, access to the car deck is not permitted
whilst at sea; however, on longer journeys
arrangements can be made for you to be
accompanied to the car deck to visit your dog.

TRAVELLING ON FOOT
Designated dog areas are available on many of 
our larger ships with seating areas for owners.
Customers with dogs are advised to remain in
these areas. For health and safety reasons, dogs
are not allowed to sit on the seats.

CUSTOMER RESPONSIBILITIES
It is the owner’s responsibility to clean up any
mess created by dogs whilst on board ships or
in terminal areas. Customers are advised that
they are solely responsible for the conduct of
their dogs whilst on board and every effort
should be made not to inconvenience other
customers.
CalMac Ferries Limited does not accept
liability for damage or injury caused by dogs
whilst on CalMac Ferries Limited premises or
ships.
Dogs should never be left unsupervised and
should always be exercised before boarding.
CalMac Ferries Limited reserves the right to
ask dog owners to muzzle their dogs or have
them removed from public areas.

SPECIAL ARRANGEMENTS
Where special arrangements would be helpful to
owners e.g. storing the dog in a crate or similar
apparatus provided by the owner, a location
may be identified on the vessel, by prior
arrangement with the port of departure. 
Dog owners should contact the port of
departure at least seven days in advance.

SMOKING POLICY

CalMac Ferries Limited operates a policy of no
smoking within internal customer areas in line
with current legislation. Smoking is not permitted
on the car deck.

SERVICE DISRUPTION

CalMac Ferries Limited does not accept liability
for expenses incurred by passengers due to
delay to, or cancellation of, services, however
caused. This includes the cost of accommod-
ation or travel by buses, trains or taxis etc
required after missed connections. 
Customers should check arrival/departure times
in advance of travel, particularly in bad weather.
Adverse road conditions, congestion, road
repairs and other disruptions can also affect
travel time.
Customers are advised to consider and
purchase insurance to protect themselves
against such eventualities. 

TAX EXEMPT VEHICLES &
CUSTOMERS REQUIRING ASSISTANCE

TAX EXEMPT VEHICLES
A discount is available for road tax exempt
vehicles. In order to ensure you receive the
discount you are entitled to, you must have the
required documentation with you at the time of
travel.

IF YOU ARE TRAVELLING BY CAR OR
MOTORHOME
You can receive a discount off the normal single
fare for a single journey on presentation of the
blue card, bearing the name and photograph of
the card holder and the vehicle tax disc.

DOCUMENTATION REQUIRED
When making your reservation, copies of your
tax exempt tax disc and blue card will be
required in order for tickets to be issued.
Supporting documentation (the blue card,
bearing the name and photograph of the card
holder) must be carried at time of travel and be
presented when requested. Failure to produce
the documentation will result in the full fare
being charged.
If you do not have a blue card, this can be
obtained from your local authority by submitting
your Motability Agreement or Certificate of
Entitlement issued by the Department of Work
and Pensions (DWP). Alternatively, you can
request a form DBD 384 from the DWP.
NB – The blue card holder must travel with
the vehicle.

CUSTOMERS REQUIRING ASSISTANCE

Assistance will be available wherever requested, 
e.g. through use of hazard warning lights on
arrival at the car marshalling area or at the time
of boarding.
Please advise us at the time of booking and
when checking in at marshalling areas or
terminals, of any special requirements you may
have (e.g. use of lifts/wheelchairs). Some vessels
have facilities for disabled passengers, e.g. a lift,
which can be used under supervision. See note
in each timetable and please check on
availability before travelling.
Assistance may also be available for customers
with audio or visual needs. Please advise us of
your requirements at the time of booking, or let
the Port Offices know in advance if assistance is
required.

WHEELCHAIRS
Customers requiring the use of wheelchairs at
terminals or on ships are advised to contact the
port of departure before travelling. Some ships,
particularly the smaller ones, may have limited
numbers of wheelchairs available and demand
can be high.

CHILDREN

Children under five years old travel free and
children aged 5-15 travel at half the adult fare.
Play areas are available on many of our larger
ships and those ships with cafeterias also have a
children’s menu available.
In the interest of safety and comfort, children
should be supervised at all times when travelling
and should not be allowed to run around the
ferry. Please do not hold children over the
railings at any time or allow them to climb or sit
on the railings.
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TRADERS’ REBATE SCHEME

CalMac Ferries Limited operates a scheme
whereby commercial vehicle operators can
qualify for varying levels of rebate. For full details
of the scheme’s terms and conditions, please
refer to the current edition of our publication
“Commercial Vehicle Conditions and Charges”
available from Port Offices.

SAFETY ON BOARD

• Passengers are requested to pay attention to
safety announcements and/or notices.

• Passengers are not allowed on vehicle decks of
certain vessels while they are at sea.

• Vehicle occupants must be prepared to leave
their vehicles as soon as they are parked on
board.

• Smoking is not permitted.
• Children should be supervised at all times. 

CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOL

Alcohol is offered for sale on many of the ships
in the CalMac Ferries Limited fleet. Care should
be taken not to inconvenience or cause offence
to others. CalMac Ferries Limited reserves the
right to refuse service of alcoholic beverages. 
No alcohol may be consumed unless purchased
on board.

RESERVATION ARRANGEMENTS

Where a vehicle is booked for a return journey
and fails to show for the outward sailing, 
the return booking will be cancelled. Only one
reservation per vehicle/per direction/per day will
be accepted. Advance payment is required in
respect of all bookings made. Reservations made
by multi journey ticket holders must be
confirmed by credit card at the time of booking.
Unless cancelled prior to the sailing time,
customers failing to show will be charged the full
single fare.

ROOF AND BICYCLE RACKS

Drivers of vehicles carrying baggage etc. on roof
racks must be prepared to remove these items
and roof racks at time of shipment, if required 
to do so by CalMac Ferries Limited staff. 
The same applies to bicycles on racks, which
must be declared at the time of booking.

FULL FARE SAILINGS

Passengers, cars, caravans, boat/baggage trailers,
motorhomes and motorcycles travelling on
designated Full Fare Sailings must use one of the
following types of tickets:

CalMac Ferries
Limited reserves the right to alter any published
services and fares or cancel them in whole or in
part. CalMac Ferries Limited reserves the right to
refuse to convey passengers, cargo or vehicles
by any ferry at any time.

YOUR GUIDE TO THE PASSENGER
COUNTING REGULATIONS

Under the Merchant Shipping (Counting and
Registration of Persons on Board Passenger
Ships) Regulations 1999 under European
Council Directive 98/41/EC and enforced by 
the Maritime and Coastguard Agency, it is a
requirement that details of the number of
passengers and crew on board are recorded and
reported before the vessel leaves port.
In order to comply with the regulations, and to
ensure that sailings depart on time, the gangway
will be removed and vehicle decks closed prior
to sailing time. This will be followed by a short
time lapse while the information is passed ashore
and recorded.
Vehicle drivers must comply with check-in 
times and passengers must be available 
for boarding prior to the advertised sailing time;
(see timetables). We regret that it will not be
possible to accommodate latecomers.

PASSENGER REGISTRATION

Please note also that regulations requiring the
recording of passenger details (name, sex, age)
apply to the following routes in both directions: 
• Oban – Castlebay • Oban – Colonsay
• Oban – Coll • Oban – Lochboisdale
• Oban – Tiree • Coll – Tiree
• Lochboisdale – Castlebay • Tiree – Castlebay
• Uig – Tarbert • Uig – Lochmaddy
• Ullapool – Stornoway
Passengers travelling on these routes must
observe the check-in times for registration for
the particular sailing and be on board at least 10
minutes prior to sailing time. (See appropriate
timetable for information.) Each passenger 
must complete a Passenger Registration card.
These cards will then be collected from you on
boarding and where applicable the second
(landing) part of the card should be retained for
collection on disembarking. (See appropriate
timetable for information.)

KAYAKS/CANOES/SURF BOARDS

Kayaks, canoes and surf boards carried by foot
passengers are charged at £5 per single journey. 
In the interests of safety and in consideration for
other passengers, kayaks/canoes and surf boards
are not permitted up or down a passenger
gangway. They must be stored in the designated
area on the car deck under the supervision of a
crew member.

CAR ALARMS

Some vehicles may have car alarms which are
ultra-sensitive and liable to be activated while at
sea. Customers are advised to, and responsible
for, disarming any such devices, while safely
locking the vehicle. Passengers are not allowed
on the car deck when the vessel is at sea.
Customers should ensure that valuable items in
vehicles are kept out of sight.
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SAVER SINGLE, SAVER RETURN AND
SAVER 5 DAY RETURN

On these routes, passengers, cars, caravans,
motorhomes, boat/baggage trailers and motor
cycles must use a single/return ticket, Island
Hopscotch® ticket, Island Rover ticket or a 
5/6 Journey ticket.

LASHING POINTS

All commercial vehicles in excess of 3.5 tonnes
plated weight presented for shipment must be
fitted with Lashing Points in compliance with 
Ro-Ro Ships – Stowage and Securing of Vehicles
– Code of Practice. Vehicles not complying with
this Code of Practice, and the requirements
stated in the Company’s Commercial Vehicles
Conditions and Charges leaflet (available from
any office), will be refused shipment.

CONNECTING SERVICES

Train and bus timings are reproduced from
information supplied by operators and are for
guidance only. Where the arrival time of a 
train is less than the advertised minimum
boarding time for the ferry (normally 10
minutes), the connection cannot be assumed 
or guaranteed. Intending passengers should
confirm connections with individual operators.
CalMac Ferries Limited does not accept liability
for the cost of travel by bus, train or taxi etc,
required after missed connections. Care should
be taken to account for possible delay or
disruption on connecting road and rail services.

BERTHING AND PIER DUES

CalMac Ferries Limited pays berthing dues to
Pier and Harbour Authorities for the use of their
Ports and collects pier dues on their behalf which
are included in the fares. Pier dues are charged
per single journey (for all passengers and
vehicles) and are detailed in the relevant
timetables.
